We are experiencing too many instances of residents ignoring this simple but vitally important community rule.

ENOUGH IS ENOUGH!

• Dogs are NOT allowed near or in the Tot Lot Play areas! On several occasions children have gotten dog waste on their shoes and/or clothing. These areas have been posted “No DogsAllowed”.
• Shortly we will be installing pet clean-up stations in select areas around the community. We expect you to use them.
• If you observe someone violating community rules and regulations kindly remind them of their responsibility. Or, simply try and identify (address, name, etc.) the individual and contact the HOA Management Customer Service number
